AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF LOWER SAUCON, COUNTY OF
NORTHAMPTON, COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA AMENDING
AND REVISING CHAPTER 180 (ZONING), ARTICLE XVIII (ADDITIONAL
REGULATIONS FOR ACCESSORY USES) OF THE CODE OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF LOWER SAUCON TO CLARIFY THE EXISTING
PROVISIONS REGARDING RESIDENTIAL ACCESSORY BUILDING OR
STRUCTURES, AND TO PROVIDE EXAMPLES OF BUILDINGS AND
STRUCTURES THAT ARE NOT PERMITTED

WHEREAS, the Township of Lower Saucon has previously adopted Chapter 180 of the Code of
Lower Saucon Township (hereinafter “Code”) relating to Zoning; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Lower Saucon desires to amend Chapter 180, Zoning, at Article XVIII,
to clarify the existing provisions regarding residential accessory buildings and structures, and to

provide examples of buildings and structures that are not permitted; and

WHEREAS, the adoption of this Ordinance shall promote the health, safety, comfort, convenience,
and general welfare of the citizens of Lower Saucon Township.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED by the Council of the Township of
Lower Saucon, County of Northampton, and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania as follows:
SECTION 1. WHEREAS CLAUSES

The foregoing Whereas clauses are incorporated herein as if the same were fully set forth again at
length.

SECTION 2. AMENDMENT TO CHAPTER 180 (ZONING), ARTICLE XVIIIl, SECTION
131.

Chapter 180, ZONING, Article XVI1II, Section 131, of the Code of the Township of Lower Saucon, is
hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced as follows:

§180-131. Residential accessory buildings or structures:

A. Shall not occupy more than 25% of the gross rear or side yard area.
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B.

Shall not exceed the height of the principal building or 25 feet in height, whichever is less,
except, however, in the RA, R80, and R40 Zoning Districts, the maximum allowable height
shall be 25 feet and shall not be limited by the height of the principal building.

Shall be constructed or manufactured for a specific use that is incidental to the principal
structure.

Shall not include: motor vehicles; mobile storage trailers/portable storage units; storage
structures or cargo boxes designed or once serving as commercial shipping or cargo containers;
truck bodies, trailers or boxes; mobile homes; used fuel tanks; and/or the storage of tractor
trailers or separate tractors or cargo trailers.

SECTION 3. SEVERABILITY

The provisions of this Ordinance are severable. If any sentence, clause, or Section of this Ordinance is
for any reason found to be unconstitutional, illegal, or invalid; such decision shall not affect the
validity of any of the remaining provisions of this Ordinance. It is hereby declared as a legislative
intent that this Ordinance would have been adopted had such unconstitutional illegal or invalid
provision not been included herein.

SECTION 4. REPEALER

All ordinances and parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION 5. EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall become effective five (5) days after adoption thereof.
